Introduction
Reading Cycling Club (RCC) was formed in 1974 by the amalgamation of the Reading Wheelers and Bon Amis Cycling Club. It offers members the opportunity of taking part in all aspects of cycling. The broad base of club activity is laid down at the Annual General Meeting at which the club committee is elected to co-ordinate and oversee the events.  The club committee meet on a monthly basis to review and promote all aspects of club activity.
Club Communication

Membership entitles you to receive and participate in various aspects of club communication. A regular newsletter is published containing member’s articles on cycling related topics. There is a Reading Cycling Club group-email membership that enables its members to share event news and keep in contact with each other.  There is also a weekly press report which is published in the local press.  Information can also be obtained from the frequently updated club website: www.readingcyclingclub.com
Social events

Social events held on an occasional basis include evenings at local restaurants. Each year the club holds a dinner and prize presentation where members receive their awards and trophies for club competitions.
Sunday Club-Run
A weekly club event throughout the year is the Sunday club-run. Members divide into groups according to the desired speed and distance to be covered. The slowest group will give special consideration to novices of group cycling.
The club-run gives you the opportunity to ride in company through pleasant countryside and will typically stop for refreshments at a pre-arranged café before returning to Reading as a group.

Training
Training rides are usually organised directly by smaller groups of club members with common interests. In the winter, the Palmer Park track is open on Tuesday and Thursday evenings for floodlit training on freewheel cycles.
RCC Promoted Cycling Disciplines:

Time Trials

These are races against the clock over fixed distances of between 10 and 100 miles and also over 12 and 24-hour periods. Prizes are awarded for the fastest time, handicap and team categories. Club time trials are held on Tuesday evenings throughout the racing season, April to September. The events take place on carefully measured courses on open roads. Club members can also participate in local inter-club competitions and national open events.
Road Racing

Riders start together in a group and race a set distance, normally laps of a course. The winner is the first over the finish line. Competitions take place on open roads or closed circuits. All participants must be highly skilled in bike handling to avoid endangering other competitors.  A special British Cycling license is required to participate in organised Road Racing events.
Track Racing

Takes place on small-banked circuits typically of less than 500m in length. Special skills are involved since the bikes used have a “fixed” rear wheel and no brakes.From April to September, the Reading Track Cycling League holds racing events every Monday evening at Palmer Park which is open to club members wishing to race.

Cyclo-Cross

Races are held on closed cross-country type courses and the bikes are ridden or carried as conditions dictate. It is a winter sport, using specially modified road bikes or mountain bikes.

Sportive Cycling
This is a mass participation long distance cycling event over a challenging and typically very hilly route.  Events take place throughout the year in the UK and abroad and will record the time of individual riders so they can be categorised based on the length of time it has taken them to complete the set route.
Touring & Audax

Touring weekends and holidays are organised by groups and individuals within the club. Members also take part in Audax events, which add a competitive dimension to touring. Audax events cover distances from 50 km to 1300 km at a minimum speed of 15 kph.

Mountain Biking

The club does not currently organise a fixed calendar of mountain biking events but welcomes members who wish to participate in both road and off-road cycling activities.
